EVENT OUTLINE 
This event is a 2-hour FUN mountain bike orienteering event. You can compete in pairs or solos and the aim is to navigate from control to control collecting as many points as possible, returning within the time limit or penalty points are incurred. 
EVENT CENTRE
Napton Village Hall,Napton-on-the-Hill Southam CV47 8LS, Grid Reference SP464608 . Toilets are available at the centre but sorry no showers. Please note that the event centre will be open from around 8.30am. Plenty of free off road parking. 

EVENT AREA MAP 
A 1:50,000 pre-marked colour copy map of the event & A3 plastic bag will be provided as part of the entry fee which spans three original maps (landranger 139/151 and 140). Pre-Entry will reserve your copy. Additional copies will be available on the day at a cost of £1.50 but availability cannot be guaranteed for late entries. 

EVENT PROCEDURE 
Registration will be open from 8.30am . When you arrive collect your map & control card. Ensure that you fill in your car registration number on the stub before you start. You may start any time between 9.00am & 10:30am .When you are ready go to the starter where you will be given a start time and a list of descriptions & checkpoint values. When you return hand in your control card at the finish and the results will be calculated and a score/position string will be operated. There are prizes for this event and scores/positions will be posted on the TCA web site as soon as possible.
CONTROL SITES 
These will be identified by a 20cm sq. red and white board or red and white wooden post. Controls may not be visible from the trackside, but can be located by a red/white streamer that will have a unique code letter on it. TRAILQUEST RULES 
Follow the Offroad code meticulously, in particular by:-
1. Competitors must report to the finish even if they retire. Failure to do so may render entrants liable to search & rescue costs.
2. Competitors must wear a helmet, and carry a whistle and a first aid kit. Minimum of plasters & dressing to stop a severe cut bleeding. 
3. Competitors may use tarred public roads, Restricted Byways, BOAT's and bridleways, and any forest, estate tracks, or white roads specified by the organisers. Use of footpaths, or any other road/trail or "out of bounds" areas will result in disqualification from the event. 
4. Team members must keep in voice contact at all times- including control sites and the finish. Penalty 25% loss of overall score. 
5. Individual solo and team competitors must navigate and ride independently of other competitors. Penalty 25% loss of overall score. 
6. Competitors must close all gates, pass or overtake walkers and equestrians slowly and courteously, treat the rural community with due consideration, and aim to cause no damage to the environment. 
7. Competitors must offer assistance to any competitors who are injured or in danger. Compensation for time lost can be awarded at the discretion of the event referee. 
8. The event referee, appointed by the organiser, will handle any disputes. The TCA committee will adjudicate any appeals. An appeal fee may be charged.
9. Competitors should punch controls in the appropriate numbered box. Genuine mistakes must be reported on the finish line as mis-punching. Failure to do so may mean that you will not be credited with the points for that control
